Minutes: Having been previously circulated the Minutes of the meeting held on the 10th January 2010 were confirmed as a true record and signed by the Chairman.

Introduction: The Chairman gave a resume of the protocols to be observed during the course of the meeting confirming that attending Electors of the Parish of Fletching would be allocated time to make statements in respect of any item on the published agenda. 

In relation to application number WD.2010/2904/MAJ ten minutes each would be given to the supporters and objectors of the proposal, in total, to make statements relative to the matter in hand.

Public Participation: The Chairman had previously stated the manner by which Electors could participate and in view of the public interest in the Northall Clay Pigeon Club application, application WD/2010/2904/MAJ was the first item to be considered.

WD/2010/2904/MAJ – Northall Clay Pigeon Club, Northall Farm, Furners Green, Fletching TN22 3SA: Olympic skeet and trap shooting facility with associated bunding for Mr D. Kerwood.
The meeting adjourned for the period of public participation.

· The Chairman invited the Applicant’s agent, Mr Adrian Moore, to speak for the proposal; submissions were also presented by Mr D. Kerwood and by Miss C. Kerwood. 

· Mr H. Bullock and Mr R. Sergeant spoke against the proposal.

The period of public participation having expired, the meeting re-convened when the application was considered by the members. The Chairman detailed the many policies relative to the proposal and reference was made to an eighty-three signature petition in support of the proposal.

Having taken into consideration Policies EC6  & 7 – EN1 – EN6 – EN15 - EN16 – EN27 – PPS1 – GD2 – NE5 – NE12 – NE14 – BS4 – BE1 – DC5 – DC13 – DC14 –TR1 and TR2 it was resolved to recommend refusal on the basis that the policies relating to the application were not met.
