Apologies: Apologies for absence was received from Councillors E. Hooper and P. Roundell.

Minutes: Having been previously circulated the Minutes of the meeting held on the 16th May 2011 were confirmed as a true record.

Declarations of Interest: Occupying adjacent properties, Councillors Lady Collum and D. Lingham declared personal interests in application number WD/2011/1152/F and took no part in the vote thereon.

Questions from the Public: There were none present.

WD/2011/0890/FA – The Peacock Inn, Shortbridge, Piltdown TN22 3XA – Variation of condition 17 attached to WD/2010/0140/F (proposed bed and breakfast accommodation, 3 en-suite bedrooms together with staff accommodation to be erected to the rear of the Peacock Inn.

Having considered the amendments viz the enlarged bedroom, glazed corridor and the removal of two shower rooms from the original proposed mess room to be replaced with one single shower facility it was resolved to recommend refusal on the basis that the reconfigured arrangements appear unnecessary to meet the functional need of the application i.e. staff accommodation and for bed and breakfast accommodation and that the changes were conducive to the establishment of a single dwelling; additionally, there was concern that the glazed corridor could cause reflected light pollution.

WD/2011/1152/F - The Lodge, Fletching TN22 3SS: Erection of new garden sculpture for Ms Lynne Hunt.
There being no specific guidance on this type of application, it was resolved that no objection to the proposal would be made.

WD/2006/0202/FR: Alterations to track, Barkham Manor, Piltdown TN22 3XE: 

The Chairman reported that the Clerk had written on three occasions to the Planning Authority per Minute 1561 concerning alleged non-compliance with the planning conditions attached to WD/2006/0202/FR 
A letter dated 6th June 2011 from the Enforcement Team Leader had been received to say that he had written to the owner of the property advising that there were still outstanding works to be carried to comply with the planning approval. The owner had advised that he wished to retain the track and would be submitting a retrospective application; this had not been received to date.

The owner had subsequently been afforded an additional 14 days to advise of his intentions failing which formal enforcement instructions will be considered.  The letter was received.
