	Matter arising from previous minutes
· Curbing near recreation ground 
· Belinda met with Brian regarding the curbing and subsequently raised a request via the contact centre for the curbing nearest the recreation ground to be rounded off.  Andy agreed to review when this work might be undertaken.
· Item outstanding but still on the list.
· Brian Young is no longer in the same role.  Ken agreed to review the curbing issue and report back.  FPC to write to the school to request that staff and parents, as far as possible keep the farm entrances clear.


· Speed limits (from T & E)
· Proposal to move the 30mph limit into the village have been received and Fletching have responded to the consultation.  It was suggested that signs be mounted lower than the 2.1m height to ensure clear visibility for tractors – 1.8m was suggested

· Speed limits near The Peacock in Shortsbridge
· Whilst it was felt that this stretch of road did not meet the criteria for a reduction in speed, Ian agreed to review and report back to Belinda.

· Ian has subsequently reported that this is not something within the highways guidelines and cannot therefore be adjusted.  It was suggested that new embossed village signs could be provided with road safety messages – est. cost £500/£600 per sign
· Ian believed the costs quoted look high and will review.
· Winter maintenance
· A further request was made to increase the gritting through the village and if possible to Splaynes Green.  The routes are difficult to change but Ken agreed to raise the request.

· Corner Cottages, High St – repair of posts
· The contractor May Gurney had a ticket to fix the posts.  Some posts have been secured but others remain lose.  Ken to check the ticket status.
· Consistency of Road Repairs

· 
Repairs to road edges were discussed.  ESCC have difficulty were roads are widened by ‘stealth’, so where no curbing exists type 1 material is used for repairs; this is not as hardy as tarmac or other materials.  

· 
Gullies should be cleared twice per year; ESCC would like to be informed if this is not the case. 
· 
Our term maintenance contractor has proposed an alternative performance based approach to gulley cleansing for 2011-12 for an annual lump sum which will include the following:

i)
all highway gulleys to be inspected no less than once per annum;

ii)
where the gulley is over 50% silted and/or has a blocked outlet, it will be cleaned fully to the base of the gulley and the connection jetted up to 5 metres;

iii)
all gulleys to be GPS mapped and condition noted;

iv)
provision of an emergency response to reports of blocked gulleys or standing water.

	Traffic and parking problems
The only solution to parking problems in the village that ESCC can offer would be double yellow lines outside of The Griffin Inn.  Normally 4” yellow lines would be painted but in conservation areas 2” primrose lines could be used to ease the appearance.  Once requested it can take up to a year for installation.
